Go West on Lemmon Avenue
Turn Right on Oak Grove Ave. (dead-in into City Place Blvd) or
Stay on Lemmon Ave. and go North on McKinney Avenue
Turn Right (East) onto City Place West Blvd
Park along the street and proceed to the trolley.

If you are coming down McKinney Ave. you will cross Lemmon Ave. twice
After passing Lemmon Ave. the second time, you will see West Village on the left
And the first street you can turn right will be City Place Blvd.
